2. United Brethren Church building discussion with guest Tracy Briggs
· Tracy Briggs gave an overview of the current status of the United Brethren Church building in Berthoud. Stakeholders with the church building are currently in the process of preparing applications for grant funding to repair elements of the building including the stained glass windows. 
· A letter of support from the Town may be necessary for the grant applications being prepared. In order to provide a letter of support, Town Staff would prepare a Resolution that would be recommended by HPAC for a decision by the Town Board of Trustees. Tracy is to update the HPAC on what exactly is needed, and whether CPI can assist United Brethren Church building stakeholders in the grant writing process.

Several HPAC members volunteered their time to help promote the Historic Preservation Plan survey at the event.
